A local law to amend the Code of the Village of Rockville Centre, in relation to
prohibition of certain signs.

Be it enacted by the Bgﬁel;(ilegi (.)tf BOdTy)rustees of the

Section one. The Board of Trustees hereby finds and concludes that “surfboard
signs” are a visual blight for motorists, pedestrians, residents and other inhabitants of
the Village of Rockville Centre, and are dangerous to the public health, safety and
welfare. Such signs should not be permitted in the Village.

Section two. Section 335-2 of the Code of the Village of Rockville Centre is
hereby amended, by adding thereto, in its proper place in alphabetical order, the
following definition:

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“Surfboard Sign. A structure or combination of materials which constitutes a sign
pursuant to the definition of “sign” in this Code, from which any materials or structure
other than a permitted support structure extend or protrude from the principal plane of
the sign more than twelve inches. ”

Section three. Section 335-4 of the Code of the Village of Rockville Centre is
hereby amended, by adding thereto a new paragraph, to be paragraph H, to read as
follows:

“H. Surfboard signs.”

Section four. Section 335-10 of the Code of the Village of Rockville Centre is
hereby amended by adding thereto a new paragraph, to be paragraph I, to read as
follows:

“I. Any surfboard sign lawfully in existence on the effective date of this legislation shall
be permitted to continue as a legal non-conforming use, except that such legal
nonconforming status shall terminate by amortization on June 1, 2013 and shall be
removed. Any person who shall cause or permit the maintenance of any such surfboard
sign on or after June 1, 2013 shall be guilty of a violation of this section.”

Section five. Section 335-7 of the Code of the Village of Rockville Centre is
hereby amended, by adding thereto a new paragraph, to be paragraph E, to read as
follows:

“E. No sign prohibited pursuant to section 335-4 of this Code may be permitted as a
temporary sign.”

Section six. Any local law of the Village of Rockville Centre in conflict with this
local law is hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict, except that such repeal shall
not affect or prevent the prosecution or punishment of any person for any act done or
committed in violation of such local law, ordinance or resolution prior to the effective
date of this local law.

Section seven. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, section, article, or part of this
local law shall be adjudged to be invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such
judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate any other part of this local law, or the
remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence,
paragraph, section, article, or part thereof directly involved in the controversy in which
such judgment shall have been rendered.

Section eight. This local law shall take effect immediately upon adoption and
filing pursuant to the Municipal Home Rule Law.
