In 2012, the Rockville Centre
Fire Department received a
federal grant for $865,225 to
help attract 80 new volunteers
to the RVCFD and provide
incentives for specialty train-
ing. Now in the program’s
second year, the RVCFD has
added 36 new members fo the
department and is hoping to
build on that number.

“The Rockville Centre Fire De-
partment has over 100-years
of tradition and service with
an unwavering commitment to
all who live in and around our
Village,” commented Mayor
Francis X. Murray, a 40-year
member of Rescue 1. “This
program allows that tradition
to grow and flourish into the

future.”

The four-year recruitment and
retention program is funded
through the Staffing for Ade-
quate Fire and Emergency Re-
sponse [SAFER] program, ad-
ministered through the United
States Department of Home-
land Security and FEMA's As-
sistance to Firefighters Grant
Program. The grant also pro-
vides tuition reimbursement for
members attending college,
physicals for new members,
personal protective gear that
includes a helmet, bunker gear
(coats and pants), a protective
hood, gloves and boots. In
addition, each new member
receives station gear that in-
cludes work shirts, work pants,

hats, and work boots.

“Each and every day, fire-
fighters in our community
sacrifice their time and risk
their safety to keep our loved
ones safe,” added Chief John
Thorp.  “l can't stress how
important volunteerism is to
the ongoing success and well-
being of our department. Pro-
grams like this help to enhance
firefighter safety and provide
invaluable service for our com-
munity.”

With 348 volunteers, the
RVCFD remains one of the
largest all Volunteer Fire De-
partments in New York State.
During 2013, the RVCFD
answered more than 2,400
alarms, including over 1,400

calls for emergency medical
services; over 1,000 other
alarms which included over
100 automobile accidents,
many with personal injury, over
400 reports of fire alarms, 65
carbon monoxide alarms, ve-
hicle fires, brush fires, elevator
rescues, and other incidents. In
addition, the department acted
on over 30 requests for mutual
aid assistance from neighbor-
ing fire departments.

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In the midst of a recession that never
seems fo end, we are constantly bom-
barded with news of the struggling econ-
omy. We've all seen the national trend.
People outside of major metropolitan ar-
eas, due to the rising cost of living, simply
leave. So, it was especially gratifying to
see Rockville Centre recognized on the
cover of the Long Island Business section
of Newsday this past June highlighting
the results of local policies that have been
put in place over the last several years.

In the last three years, our business occu-
pancy rate has risen from approximately
83% to 97%. Rockville Centre now has
an unemployment rate of 3.4%, which is
literally the lowest rate on Long Island.
Contrary to what you might expect, this
is not just a result of a number of our
residents who have well paying jobs in
New York City. Since 2007, the number
of jobs generated by our own business
district has risen by 20% and it is to the
point where our Village is responsible
for 1,200 jobs by itself. In other words,
despite all of the economic problems that
are constantly inflicted upon us, we've
come a long way towards helping our
own residents instead of waiting for an
economic turnaround nationally.

We work closely with our neighbors
in surrounding villages and the Town of
Hempstead. We are constantly told that
their biggest problems are not thriving
downtowns or overcrowding in their busi-
ness districts but rather, empty storefronts
and boarded windows. We recognize
that we have serious challenges in provid-
ing adequate parking for residents and

visitors, but it is worth noting - if our great-
est difficulties arise from the popularity
and the desirability of this Village, these
are good problems to have.

As a result of an increase in investment
by our residents, fees generated by our
Building Department have increased dro-
matically and our partnerships with the
private sector have created significant
revenue. This has generated crucial ad-
ditional funds for improving our infrastruc-
ture and we've begun to break the cycle
of raising taxes and spending every time
a need arises. As a result, for the first time
in living memory, we've passed back to
back budgets below the New York State
tax cap, at the same time that we have
more than tripled our road construction.

The best part of all of this is that rather
than waiting for help from the state and
federal government, we've taken steps to
fix it ourselves.

School is open, please drive ...
and walk carefully!

Remember, speed limits around our
schools are 20 miles per hour, whether
you are on a side street or a main road.
As most of us have learned from the
speed detecting signs on Hempstead Av-
enue and Lakeview Avenue, 20 miles per
hour is VERY slow. Don't just hope that
Nassau County’s mobile radar detecting
school zone ticket cameras are in another
neighborhood when you drive by. Please
take active steps to slow down to protect
our children and neighbors. In addition,
all drivers moving in either direction must
stop for a stopped school bus, which is
picking up or cﬁopping off children. You
must remain stopped until all children are
clear of the roadway and the bus stop
arm is withdrawn.

The Village and the Schools partnered
in September, as they do every year, to
provide a bicycle safety course for the el-
ementary school students. We want our
children to be able to ride their bicycles
to school and as part of their after-school
play. We want them to engage in healthy
outdoor play. Rockville Centre has a lot

of cars on the road and people are often
in a rush. Please take note of the chil-
dren (and adults) on their bicycles — be
careful around them. Slow down. Stay a
safe distance from bicyclists. Give them
the rightofway as appropriate. Most
of us grew up in an environment where
we could ride bicycles freely and remain
safe. Let’s allow our children and other
bicyclists to have the same benefit.

Also note that the School District is per-
forming construction on a number of the
school buildings. With this construction
comes trucks and other large vehicles that
can cause more congestion in school ar-
eas than we are used to. If you can avoid
driving your car to school, or avoid driv-
ing very close fo the school, please do so.
We understand that this is a particularly
difficult situation in the neighborhoods ad-
jacent to the high school where students
don't always heed basic safety rules (like
walking on sidewalks). Using common

sense in construction areas, and at all
school crosswalks, will go a long way to
promoting safety.
